PRELUDE

GATHERING REFLECTION

Shalom. The Hebrew word that is most simply translated as peace, is a word of restoration and wholeness that attends to body and soul, individual and society, heaven and earth. It is a word that the prophets, including Jeremiah, used to describe God’s intended future for the chosen people Israel. It is a word of promise spoken to people in ruinous situations, as in Jeremiah 29, when the Babylonian army has sacked Jerusalem and carried away every valuable item from the temple, along with many prisoners of war. “God has a plan in even this, a plan to restore to you a promising future and the hope you’ve lost,” Jeremiah tells the people. So often this text is applied to individuals. However, the “you” referred to in the text is a plural “you.” God has a plan for the community of Israel, and by transference, this promise of a plan is for every community including this community of Trinity. Where will these plans of God lead us? Where is God leading us in this next year? Any thoughts?
God of peace and hope, open our eyes to YOUR leading. Amen.
